On January 16, a key monitoring meeting for the "Silesia. Blue Sky Restored" project was held. Its primary purpose was to evaluate the compliance of project activities
with European Union policies and to assess the justification and value of the implemented initiatives. This significant event brought together a wide range of experts,
representatives of supervisory institutions, and project beneficiaries.

The monitoring meeting aimed to verify the progress and compliance of project activities with the objectives outlined by the European Union. Another crucial aspect was
discussing the project's value for the region and its impact on air quality in the Silesian Voivodeship. The discussions focused on the project's most critical aspects, such as
the effectiveness of implemented solutions, collaboration between partners, and future development plans.
